Cleaning and Storage

The toaster oven must be unplugged and cooled down completely before cleaning.

After every use, make sure to clean the toaster oven cavity, bake rack and bake tray. It is to avoid smoke
or fire caused by the accumulated grease or food residue. Always make sure the toaster oven, plug and
all accessories are dry before use again.

When clean the bake tray and bake rack, please use a soft cloth or sponge soaked with mild detergent,
then wash with water and wipe them dry.

After every use, please pull out the crumb tray and clean with a damp cloth. After clean and dry, make
sure it is put back to the oven bottom before use.

Clean the toaster oven housing and cavity by a damp cloth, then wipe them dry. Never clean with harsh
tools e.g. metal-wired brush.

Never use poisonous or corrosive detergent to clean.
When store, put the toaster oven in a box and store in a dry place.

When store, never wrap the power cord tightly around the toaster oven or put any pressure on the
power cord, it is to avoid power cord damage.

Before first use, remove all the packaging materials and stickers from the appliance , then operate the
toaster oven empty to eliminate the smell of new oven by the below procedures:

Before connecting to the power, please check the [Timer] knob is at “0” position.

Set the [Mode] knob at (=) and set the [Timer] knob at 10 minutes. When operate the oven empty,
smoke and smell may appear which is normal.

After operate the toaster oven empty, make sure it cools down completely before use.

Operation Instructions

Please make sure the [Timer] knob is at “0” position, then insert the plug to the power socket.
Place the food on the bake rack or bake tray evenly, then put into the oven.

% Note: If small-sized food is to be cooked, please make sure it will not fall out of the gaps of bake rack,
or use the bake tray alternatively.

Turn the [Mode] knob to set the mode.
% Note: The heating element will light up intermittently to adjust the temperature which is normal.

Turn the[Timer]knob to set the cooking time, the indicator light turn on which indicates the toaster
oven is operated.

% Note: To set the cooking time of 5 minutes or below, please turn the [Timer] knob over 6 minutes or
above, then turn back to the needed cooking time.

After cook, the [Timer] knob will return to the “0” position, the toaster oven will have a bell sound.

When cooking foods which are greasy or
marinated with sauce (e.g. raw meat, deep-
fried food), please wrap the food with
aluminum foil and put them on the bake
tray. It is to avoid the food grease or sauces
from spilling onto the heating elements and
cause fire.
